Responsibilities of a Director of the Alumni Association of PCOM
The duties of the board of directors are:

1. To conduct the business of the Association in a manner consistent with its Mission, which is:


The Association enhances the pursuit of academic excellence, cultivates collegiality, fosters professional development and supports these endeavors to enrich the lives of alumni, students, faculty and staff of Philadelphia College of Osteopathic Medicine and to advance the activities and mission of the College.

2. To conduct the business of the association in a manner consistent with the wishes of the Director's constituents, the Osteopathic Oath, and the highest ethical standards of this profession.

3. To alert the Executive Committee of the board of any professional or legal matter relating to any board members that could bring embarrassment to this association. 

4. To serve on standing and ad hoc committees of the board, as appointed by the President.

5. To attend the annual and mid-year meetings of the board and special meetings when necessary.

6. Review agenda and supporting materials prior to board and committee meetings.

7. To accept fiduciary responsibility for the Association, with the guidance of professional staff, accountants and auditors.

8. To contribute financially to the Association and to the College and to encourage philanthropy by the alumni in general. 

9. To suggest nominees to the board, individuals who can make significant contributions to the work of the organization.
